- ajogosultsagot igazolé dokumentum(ok) [kérelem mellé feltdltend&(k)]
- tanszéki oktatd, mester ajanlélevele [kérelem mellé feltdltendd]

A kérelmet részletesen, dokumentumokkal alatdmasztva kell indokolni!

Az igazolé dokumentumok, valamint oktatdéi ajanlas nélkil benyujtott palyazatok
automatikusan elutasitasra kerulnek.

Az igazolé dokumentumok magyar nyelven nyujthatok be, mas nyelvi dokumentumok
esetén magyar nyelvi forditast kell mellékelni.

A palyazat forrasa a hallgatoi munkak értékesitésébdl befolyd intézményi rész.

A tdmogatas, dsztondij 6sszege: maximum 500.000.- (azaz 6tszazezer) Ft/palyazat, a
rendelkezésre allé keretdsszeg erejéig.

A tamogatas elnyerése egyszeri juttatassal jar a nyertes palyazok szamara.
A rendkivuli szocialis tamogatas félévenkeént legfeljebb két alkalommal vehetd igénybe.

A rendkivuli szocialis tamogatasra vonatkozo kérelmeket szorgalmi és vizsgaidészakban
folyamatosan be lehet nyujtani a félév soran a Neptun rendszeren keresztul, az elbiralas a
minden hénap 20. napjaig beérkezett palyazatok alapjan torténik.

A beérkezett palyazati kérelmeket a Tanulmanyi Osztaly (tanulmanyi el6ado) tovabbitja
elbiralasra a bizottsag részére.

Adott hdnap 20. napjaig beérkezett palyazati kérelmek elbiralasa a kovetkezd honap 5.
napjaig, a tamogatasi 6sszeg kifizetése pedig ugyanezen hénap 10. napjaig torténik meg.

Elbiralasra jogosultak kore; biralati szempontok; adatkezelés

kezelhetbk.

Eredményhirdetés

20. napja utan benyujtott palyazatok esetén — a benyujtast koveté masodik hénap 10.
napjaig kapnak értesitést a Tanulmanyi Osztalytol.

Nyertes (elfogadott) palyazatok esetén az értesités a tamogatasi 6sszeg Neptun
rendszerben torténd kiirasaval torténik.

Elutasitdé dontés esetén a birald bizottsag altal adott indoklas Neptun rendszerben tortend
uzenet megkuldésével torténik a 10. napig.

Special Hardship Support Grant
Call for applications

The Hungarian University of Fine Arts announces a call for applications for the Special Hardship
Support Grant for the spring semester (Semester 2) of the 2025/2026 academic year, in
accordance with Section 11 of the HTJSZ.

Purpose of the grant

The special hardship support grant is a one-off financial contribution intended to ease a sudden crisis
in a student’s social or financial circumstances.

Eligibility
Students may submit an application if, in the 2025/2026 academic year, Semester 2, they have an
active student status and meet the criteria of the grant above.

In particular, applications may be submitted by students who

a) have undergone prolonged hospital treatment or have suffered a serious accident;
b) have suffered a serious loss (e.g. have been the victim of a robbery);
c) have fallen into an extremely difficult financial situation; or
d) whose family has been affected by a serious tragedy or external damage.

Conditions of application
To submit an application, the following are required:

e a completed application form, available in the Neptun system
(Administration / Requests menu);

e supporting document(s) proving eligibility (to be uploaded with the application);

e a letter of recommendation from a department lecturer or the applicant’s master tutor
(to be uploaded with the application).

The application must be justified in detail and supported by appropriate documentation.

Applications submitted without supporting documents and/or a lecturer’s recommendation will be
automatically rejected.

Supporting documents must be submitted in Hungarian. If the original documents are in another
language, a Hungarian translation must be attached.

Source of funding, amount and duration of the grant

The source of funding is the University’s share of the revenue generated from the sale of student
works.

The maximum amount of the grant is HUF 500,000 per application, subject to the available budget.



Successful applicants receive the grant as a one-off payment.

Special hardship support may be awarded no more than twice per semester to the same student.

Deadline and procedure for submission

Applications for special hardship support may be submitted continuously during both the teaching
period and the examination period of the semester via the Neptun system.

Applications received by the 20th day of each month will be considered in that month’s evaluation
round.

The Registrar’s Office forwards the submitted applications to the evaluation committee.

Applications received by the 20th of a given month will be assessed by the 5th day of the following
month, and the payment of the awarded amount will be made by the 10th day of that same month.

Decision-making body, evaluation criteria and data processing
The evaluation committee consists of three members, one delegated respectively by

e the Rector,
e the Chancellor, and
e the Students’ Union.

The committee decides on which applications are to be supported and on the amount of support to
be awarded, on the basis of the documentation submitted with the application.

Applicants’ data may be accessed by the members of the evaluation committee and by staff involved
in the administrative processing of applications (receipt, preparation and notification of decisions).

Personal data and special categories of data provided in the applications may be processed solely
in accordance with the provisions of the Information Act and the Higher Education Act, and
exclusively for the purposes of the assessment of the applications.

Notification of results

Applicants will be informed of the decision (approval or rejection) by the Student Administration Office
no later than

e the 10th day of the month following the submission of the application, or

¢ in the case of applications submitted after the 20th day of a given month, the 10th day of the
second month following submission.

In the case of successful applications, the notification is made by recording the awarded amount in
the Neptun system.

In the case of rejection, the reasoning provided by the evaluation committee will be sent to the
applicant via the Neptun messaging system by the 10th day.
